Toothpaste tubes dispense toothpaste to almost everyone in the world.  Toothpaste comes in different colours and flavours. Toothpaste containers range from small to big, colourful or plain. 

Toothpaste containers are made of polyethylene. Each year over 60 million tons of polyethylene is produced in factories around the world. A German chemist, Hans von Pechmann, discovered the item accidentally while heating diazomethane in 1898. 

What would everyone do if there was no toothpaste or dispensers? Everyone would have so much plaque in their mouth, which feels very uncomfortable. Also you have a higher chance for gum or tooth disease (gingivitis). Fluoride was added to toothpaste in 1914 because it was improved by the American Dental Association (ADA). It also helps to prevent cavities.

Toothpaste tubes can be recyclable but everybody throws it away after it’s finished because traces of toothpaste are still in it and it takes too much effort to clean every single one we use. Most of the toothpaste tubes produced in the world is not biodegradable and ends up in landfills and oceans, polluting our world.
